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Preamble

These policies have been developed to ensure the smooth, unimpeded and secure
use of the communications and data processing facilities of the HHL - Leipzig
Graduate School of Management (hereafter, “HHL"). The regulations are predicated
on the legally defined duties and responsibilities of HHL, as well as its mandate to
protect academic freedom. They establish the ground rules for proper operation of
the information technology (IT) infrastructure, and thereby regulate the interaction
between individual users and the HHL IT Department.

§ 1 Scope

These regulations apply to the use of HHL's IT infrastructure, consisting of data
processing equipment, communications systems and other computerized information
processing facilities. Oversight for the IT infrastructure rests with the HHL IT
Department.

§ 2 Duties and Responsibilities of the IT Department
The IT Department has responsibility for the following:

1. Planning, implementation and operation of HHL's data processing facilities for
use in research, teaching, study and administration

2. Providing support for all data processing resources available at HHL, along
with professional supervision of all HHL data processing facilities

3. Coordinating the acquisition of HHL data processing equipment. In particular,
providing guidance for the purchase of data processing systems, as well as

needs analysis and the analysis of existing system components

4. Acquisition, management, documentation, maintenance and development of
standard and basic software, especially HHL and campus licenses, as well as
selection, installation and support of software used in the HHL administrative
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
